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TPMT AND NUDT15 VARIANT ANALYSIS

I.  TMPT and NUDT15 variant analysis to determine drug metabolizer status is
considered medically necessary when:

A. The member is being considered for or is currently undergoing treatment
with any of the following:

1. Azathioprine’ (e.g., Imuran and Azasan), OR
2. Mercaptopurine? (e.g., Purinethol and Purixan), OR
3. Thioguanine® (e.g., Tabloid), OR

B. The member is on thiopurine therapy, AND

1. The member has had abnormal complete blood count results that
do not respond to dose reduction.
